Assignment: A picture is worth a thousand words

Write a 180-200 word essay on a photograph that you have either taken or that you are in.   The photo should be a picture that is special to you or one that depicts an event in your life that was special or possibly even life changing.

You can tell the story from your point of view.  First person narrative allows you to write the story about the picture from your perspective.  

Paragraph 1:  The lead sentence is the first sentence in your story.  It should answer the questions: who, what, when, where and why.  The next 2 sentences should follow up the lead sentence by giving the reader background information about the photo that we cannot see in the picture.

Paragraph 2:  Appeal to the reader's senses. Write 4-5 sentences telling the reader about the sights, sounds, smells, feel, tastes.  You may not be able to discuss all the senses... just discuss what is most appropriate for the picture you chose.

Paragraph 3: What were the events that happened before this photo was taken?  What events happened after this picture was taken?

Paragraph 4: What makes this photo special to you?  Why did you select this photo to write about?  How did the person/place/event in the photo impact your life?

You need to have the photo you wrote about printed out and attached to your essay.  You do not have to have your essay printed out at this time.
